
Adding Images to 
Your Course (D2L) 



Adding images is a great way to liven up your course and break up 
the monotony of text-based instructions. You can add images to 
Discussion questions, Module Instruction pages, or a News Item. 
The following instructions will show you how to add an image to a 
Discussion question. You can apply these instructions to just 
about anywhere else in the course that has an HTML editor.  
 
1. Click on the Discussions tab in the mini navbar. 
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2. Scroll down to the 
Discussion question you wish 
to add an image to. Click the 
dropdown arrow at the right 
and select Edit Topic.  
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3. On the toolbar within the editor, 
click the Insert Image icon. 
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4. Click Upload to search for 
the file on your computer.  
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5. Click on your file, then click Open. 
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6. Click the Add button.  
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7. Name the file and click OK. 
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8.  Resize your image by clicking and 
dragging these corners. 
 
*Note: This technique may not work on all browsers. You 
may also use any photo editing application or an online 
program such as this one http://www.picresize.com/ to 
resize the image before uploading to your course. 
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
